Today Challenge: April1 - April 30, 2010 
In partnership with the Governor’s Office for Community Service and the Donate Life Today Registry, 
the Montana Campus Compact (mtcompact.org) will sponsor a statewide organ, eye, and tissue 
donation online registry drive modeling Governor Schweitzer’s successful “Take 5” campaign. 
Students, campus administrators, staff, faculty and community members will be asked to register their 
wishes, and invite their friends and colleagues to do likewise. Registration only takes five minutes! 
 
Why? More than 1,600 of our regional neighbors and more than 100,000 men, women and children 
nationwide are currently in need of life-saving organ transplants. 
 
Who? MTCC Board members, campus staff, Campus Corps members, student groups, MTCC 
VISTAs and community members 
 
What? Statewide email and social network drives to register organ, eye, and tissue donation wishes, 
sponsored by the 19 campuses of the Montana Campus Compact 
 
When? Drives will happen throughout April and during National Volunteer Week, April 18-24, 2010. 
Kickoff: Campus Corps Spring Summit, MSU-Northern, Saturday, April 17 in Havre. 
 
Where? Across Montana 
 
Prizes: $500 prizes will be awarded to the three campuses (one small, one medium and one large) 
who register the greatest number of new registrants for the Donate Life Today registry. Prize funds 
will be awarded to institutions with the greatest number of new registrants. 
 

• Small (Below 1000 students): UM-Helena COT, Dawson Community College, Miles Community College, Rocky 
Mountain College, Little Bighorn College 

 
• Medium (Between 1000 and 3000 students): Montana Tech of UM, MSU-Great Falls COT, UM-Western, FVCC, 

Carroll College, The University of Great Falls, Salish Kootenai College 
 

• Large (Over 3000 students): MSU-Billings, MSU-Bozeman and the UM-Missoula
